Demolition of sidewalks began in Downtown Nashville as part of 
the townÕs Downtown Redevelopment Project. Underground utilities 
were installed as part of the project. 
After over a year of studying Coastal Plain Hospital, Nash Health Care 
Systems Board of Commissioners decides to continue operations of 
the mental health facility.

The Nash County Planning Board meets regarding proposed changes to the Uni!ed Develop-
ment Ordinance, in answer to litigation from WIlson County and to concerns from those who 
oppose the Sanderson Farms project. The changes were to the land development plan map 
and to the table of permitted uses. 
The 33rd annual Elsie Clark Memorial Nashville Opry is held in a new venue. The event oper-
ated at the Nash County Agricultural Center for many years and decided to seek a new home 
for the annual event. NashvilleÕs Business and Professional Women, who put on the Opry 
each year, decided to partner with Nash Arts to hold the 33rd annual Opry event.

The Town of Nashville announces that it 
has hired Randy Goodbrod, of William-
sport, Pennsylvania as its new ! re chief.

Nash County Commissioners approve the 
2011-2012 ! scal year budget by a 4-3 
vote, with the vote going down party lines. 
Much of the controversy stemmed from 
the fact that the proposed budget does not 
increase funding for Nash Community Col-
lege.
N.C. Superior Court Judge Russell ÒRustyÓ 
Duke Jr. rules in favor of 
Nash County, granting 
summary judgment in the 
second of two lawsuits 
regarding the zoning of a 
county-owned property 
that is under consider-
ation as the future site of 
a Sanderson Farms poultry 
processing plant. Accord-
ing to Nash County Attor-
ney Vince Durham, the rul-
ing of summary judgment 
on the second lawsuit 
means that the ! rst law-
suit is considered inactive, 
unless Judge DukeÕs ruling on the second 
lawsuit is overturned in appellate court. The 
lawsuits were originally ! led by the City of 
Wilson and a group of concerned residents 
who lived near the site. However, Judge 
Duke ruled in May that the City of Wilson 
had no standing in the case because it was 
not located adjacent to the site and could 
not prove suf! cient harm from the zoning 
action.
The Nash-Rocky Mount Schoolboard unan-
imously approves Dr. Anthony Jackson as 
the new superintendent. Jackson was se-
lected out of 20 other applicants for the po-
sition. Jackson served as the superinten-
dent of the public school system in Henry 
County located in Collinsville, VA prior to 
coming to Nash-Rocky Mount Schools. 
After prompting by citizens, and promises 
of support from businesses and neighbor-
ing communities, Spring Hope Commis-
sioners voted to accept a $55,000 match-
ing fund grant from the NC Parks and 
Recreation Department. Concerns about 
! nding the funds to match the grant over 
the next three budget years had originally 
caused commissioners to consider reject-
ing the state grant. The renovation project 
includes plans to install a playground area 
at a projected cost of $42,000 as well as 
plans to resurface and repair the tennis 
and basketball courts and add a picnic 
shelter for a projected cost of $32,500.An-
other approximately $35,500 is slated for 
beauti! cation, parking, and grading for a 
1715 ft. walking trail.
Nash County SheriffÕs Deputy Warren Bas-
co Lewis, III, known as ÒSneak,Ó is killed 
in the line of duty. Lewis served nine years 
in SheriffÕs Department but was also U.S. 
MarshalÕs Eastern North Carolina Violent 
Fugitive Task Force. Lewis was serving a 
warrant in Kinston when he was shot. 
HB845, better known as the Annexation 
Reform Act of 2011, is approved in the NC 
Senate with a ! nal vote of 37-11. It had

been approved earlier in the NC House with 
a resounding 107-9 vote. The bill, which 
will affect future annexations, contains 
provisions that allow citizens in a proposed 
annexation area to refuse the annexation 
for a period of three years if 60 percent of 
the citizens in the area sign a petition to 
oppose. After three years, the municipality 

may attempt annexation again. 
The bill could also require mu-
nicipalities to offer free access 
to proposed services such as 
water and sewer during the 
initial stages of the annexa-
tion process if it is approved. 
Municipalities that fail to pro-
vide promised services to the 
annexed area within a timely 
manner can be ! ned.
Judge Richard Doughton comes 
in from Alleghany County to help 
resolve questions concerning 
whether Pitt County Judge Rus-
sell ÒRustyÓ Duke should have 

recused himself from hearing the zoning 
issues between the City of Wilson, assorted 
individual plaintiffs and Nash County. After 
hearing testimony, Doughton ruled against 
the order of recusal. Earlier, Duke had ruled 
that the City of Wilson had no standing in 
the case, which alleged that Nash County 
had improperly rezoned a 146 acre-piece 
of property which has been designated 
as a potential site for a Sanderson Farms 
poultry plant. Plaintiffs also charge that the 
county was guilty of contract zoning for 
the express purpose of bringing the poul-
try plant, which would likely be located in 
Nash County near the Wilson County border. 
In another hearing regarding the individual 
plaintiffs in the case, Duke ruled for Nash 
County and declared the zoning valid.

The City of Rocky Mount !les a lawsuit challenging whether the new 
annexation laws are constitutional. The lawsuit was !led just days be-
fore the Board of Elections counted Oak Level annexation petitions. 
The lawsuit questions whether it is constitutional to not allow those 
that rent property in the proposed annexation area to sign petitions for 
or against a proposed annexation. The new state law allows property 
owners to !le a petition if their property is being annexed. Sixty per-
cent of property owners must !le a petition against the annexation and 
if 60 percent or more is reached, the annexation will be stopped for at 
least three years. In late November, Board of Elections of!cials counted 
over the 60 percent of petitions required. 
A former Wal-Mart employee is one of !ve arrested for a string of 
robberies at the Nashville store. The three robberies occurred in June, 
October and November 2011. Arrested were Robert Lynch, of Rocky 
Mount, a former employee of the store, as well as Rodriguez Evans of 
En!eld, Tiara Whitehead of Rocky Mount, Keith Parker of Rocky Mount 
and Victoria Coley of Rocky Mount.
Lowes Foods in Nashville announces it will reopen as Just Save Foods. 
The change was part of a series of store conversions in the Carolinas. 
Nash County Commissioners approve steps needed to hold a bond ref-
erendum on whether the county should fund a new public services 
building at Nash Community College. The new facility, if approved, will 
house the college’s continuing education and public services depart-
ments and has a price tag of around $12.9 million.
A Nashville woman pleads guilty in federal court to health care fraud. 
Donna Dickens faces up to 10 years in prison for defrauding Medicare. 
Dickens owned Dickens Health Care Supplies and would submit false 
and fraudulent claims to Medicare requesting reimbursement for du-
rable medical equipment that exceeded the cost of the actual equip-
ment delivered. 
Sanderson Farms purchases a 26-acre tract of land in Nash County 
near the intersection of NC 97 and NC 58 for around $234,000. The 
land is reportedly for the purpose of establishing hatcheries in the 
area, however, the land purchase does not signify a commitment by 
Sanderson Farms to establish a processing plant in the area.

Anne Melvin is sworn in as the Register of Deeds for Nash 
County. Melvin !lls the shoes of Barbara Sasser, who passed 
away in September after a battle with cancer. Melvin previously 
served as the Assistant Register of Deeds and had worked in 
the Register of Deeds Of!ce for nine years. 
Voters choose to keep Nashville’s Town Council as is, voting 
to keep Louise Hinton and Charles Taylor on the board. James 
McBride was also vying for a seat on the board. Only six per-
cent of voters came out to vote in Nashville’s race. In Castalia, 
voter turnout was at 29.77 percent. Sixty-four of 215 registered 
voters cast their votes. James Alston and Sylvia Mann will keep 
their seats on the town board while Gus Sjoberg, who was ap-
pointed in 2009, was not re-elected. Instead, Patsy Fisher, who 
currently serves on the Planning board, had the second highest 
number of votes, with 41 votes.
The Town of Spring Hope votes to pass along its water, sewer, 
wastewater treatment plan and public works responsibilities 
to Envirolink, out of Bailey, as a way to save money. With En-
virolink taking over services, the town’s four employees would 
lose their positions with the town. However, Envirolink would 
hire all four employees, after a drug screening, and each em-
ployee would get a higher salary than what they made in Spring 
Hope.
Nathan Boddie, a Revolutionary War Soldier and the founder of 
Nash County, was honored by the Sons of the American Revolu-
tion at a grave marking and wreath laying ceremony. Descen-
dants of Nathan Boddie joined members of the Halifax Resolves 
Chapter of the North Carolina Society Sons of the American 
Revolution for a grave marking and wreath laying ceremony at 
Rose Hill, just outside of Nashville.
The Nash-Rocky Mount Schools (NRMS) student attendance 
zones will be redrawn to take effect in the 2013-14 school year 
due to reduce overcrowded schools, the board decides at its 
November meeting.The approval sets in motion the work of 
Operations Research and Education Laboratory (ORED) to pro-
vide assistance in creating attendance zones according to the 
system’s goals.

The Town of Nashville receives news that it was 
awarded a Parks and Recreation Trust Fund Grant to 
assist in developing the Stony Creek Environmental 
Park. The park, which is where the old Glover Park 
was located behind Bojangles, will feature a multi-
purpose !eld with lights, tennis courts,  boardwalk 
trail, paddle trail and creek access, a Hope Blooms 
garden, amphitheater, playground and parking area. 
The $284,375 grant is a matching grant, however, 
the town will use land donated as part of its match 
so will only have to pay around $30,000 of the 
match.
Spring Hope Commissioner Stanley Hawley resigns 
from the town board. Hawley cited a lack of sup-
port from both the board and town manager as his 
reasons for resigning.
Several Castalia residents complain to local of!cials, 
alleging “harassment” by the town’s mayor Ellene 
Leonard and Wyatt McGee, Environmental Planner 
for the Upper Coastal Plains Council of Government, 
was seen patrolling neighborhoods and walking onto 
private property in order to take photographs. The 
action had several citizens complaining that local 
government of!cials are violating their personal and 
privacy rights in retaliation for opposition expressed 
concerning the new pet ordinances that limits the 
number of pets per household to !ve. Town Clerk

Angie Elliott said that all citi-
zens of the town had been 
sent a letter announcing the 
new codes and stating that 
all current pets needed to 
be registered at the town 
of!ce by December 26. The 
letter, which was signed by 
Mayor Ellene Leonard, also 
announced that a survey 
of the town would be done.
